Website Design Style Guide

Target audience

Ollie is an inspirational brand that inspires its audience to go outside, 
be active and be extreme. 
 
Ollie is energy! It is excitement! It is carefree and youthful!  
 
Ollies members cannot stay away from winter sports. They want to 
play, challenge themselves, go to new heights, seek new adventures, 
and they’re casing the next adrenaline rush.  
 
Ollie should inspire with engaging stories, encourage website visitors 
to become a part of the Ollie club, and facilitate by hosting unique 
events. 

Ollie’s target audience is 16-30 years old, 75% male and 25% female. 
They are thrill seekers, full of energy, and always searching for new 
challenges and adventures. During summer they travel far to 
experience snowy mountains.  
 
They love to discover new travel destinations perfect for winter 
sports, and appreciate the rich information and library of ideas 
provided on the Ollie website.  
 
They are striving to discover the most unique winter sports 
experiences. 
 
They are skeptical of information sources that are too careful or safe, 
that don’t seem like they live the really extreme life themselves.  
 
They love to consume content like inspiring images and videos. 
They’re favorite social channels are Tiktok, Snapchat, and Instagram, 
and they regularly read sports magazines online. 
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When using the Ollie logo, make sure you 
provide the correct amount of space around it.  
 
The logo should have 20% of the logo height 
as a margin on top, bottom, left and right.

To ensure good readability,  The Ollie logo, 
should never have a smaller width than 100px.

When used in the header section, the Ollie logo should always be 
centered. 
 
This is how it should be used on desktop and mobile:

Ollie has a set of icons that can be used instead of text in suitable 
places.  
 
The icon primary is dark blue. On dark background, icons are white. 
When icons are hovered, they turn orange.

The menu icon is placed in the header section and is always white. 
On hover, it turns orange:

The menu icon has a 20px padding around it on all four sides:

When the menu is open, the hamburger icon turns into a closing icon. 
On hover, it turns orange:

- The stripe in header and footer 
- Button color 
- Hovered link text
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Icons on dark background:
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Images for the Ollie website are light with vibrant colors. They often 
contain white snow and the blue sky. Colors from equipment and 
clothing should pop.  
 
One should stribe to find the most impressive and outstanding 
images from each shoot, using angles and spectacular views. 
keywords are fresh, sporty, thrilling, mind blowing. The goal of the 
impressive imagery is to tempt website visitors into becoming 
members of the club and sign up for the events. 
 
Images should not have any borders or border radius.  
 
To the right are some examples of images that would look great on 
the Ollie website: 

The Ollie website layout uses a 12 column grid system with 20px 
between each column at all times. The grids maximum width is 
1540px, and om pages wider than 1540px, the grid should be 
centered.  
 
The content is placed in 1, 2, 3, or 4 columns, as illustrated in the 
column figure. 

The form inputs follow these design guidelines.

The input background is light grey and it has an orange bottom 
border. Placeholder text and the user’s input text is black. 
 
If an error occurs, the input’s bottom border turns red. The error 
message is black. 

All text inside the inputs are Roboto 20px,  character spacing 15, and 
line height 1.2.

All input has a 20px left padding. All inputs must have the same 
width. The submit button follows the button design, but the button 
width should be the same as the input width. 

Here is an example of form inputs used correctly. Any error 
messages should be polite and informative, without any 
punctuations.

The primary button is orange and have a 25px padding top and 
bottom, and 33px padding left and right.  
 
The button text is dark blue, uppercase Roboto Regular, 30px, 
character spacing 44, line height 1.2.

Cards are used to present information about events. The cards are 
sorted in three columns on desktop and one column on mobile.  
 
A card contains an image from the specific event, with the event 
name and location as text overlay over the image.  
 
A short, inspiring text about the event should be included, and a 
secondary button lets the visitor Learn More. 

If the H2 heading is used as plain text and not as an image overlay, it 
has an orange decorative line underneath it.  
 
The line is 4px high and 142 px wide. It has a 25px margin on top, 
and 40px margin on bottom. 

The website header is light blue with an orange line on top. The 
orange lines height is 14% of the blue field. Header width is 100%.  
 
In desktop view, the header contains the white menu links, three links 
on each side of the logo.  
 
In tablet view, the hamburger menu icon is on the right side of the 
header.  
 
The Ollie logo is always centered inside the header.  
 
To the right are two examples of the header in desktop and tablet 
view:

The website footer is light blue with an orange line on top. The 
orange lines height is the same as the height of the orange line in the 
header. Footer width is 100%.

The event name typography follow the same rules as the Image 
overlay text. The event location is regular body text. 
 
The event text is regular body text, and the button follows the rules 
for the Secondary Button. 

The text overlay is white, and depending on the image underneath, it 
can have a drop shadow to make it readable.  
 
The event text is black. 

All cards have a drop shadow of x=0 y=3px blur=5px, color black, 
opacity 16. 

The secondary button does not have a background color. It has a 
20px padding top and bottom, and 33px padding left and right.  
 
The button text is dark blue, uppercase Roboto Regular, 24px, 
character spacing 30, line height 1.2.

On hover, the button text turns orange and is undelined.  
 
The transition lasts for 0,6 seconds. 

Here is an example of form inputs not used correctly. One input 
field is missing its bottom border, and another has the wrong 
border color, considering it has an error. The language of the 
error messages in this example are alerting, yelling, and impolite 
and doesn’t follow the guidelines.

The website layout changes on 768px width. On a max 768px width 
these changes are made to the layout: 
 
- the flex direction changes from row to column 
- the menu goes inside the hamburger icon 
- the text and button overlay in the banners goes underneath the 
banner image. 

Here is an example of content sorted in a full width banner, two, 
three, and four columns on a 1922px desktop screen, and how this 
content changes on a 768px tablet screen.

The Ollie website also uses full width banners. These banners cover 
100% of the screen width. The content inside the banners, e.g. text 
overlay, never exseeds the grid max width of 1540px, and is centered 
inside the banner.

The Ollie website layout uses sections with image backgrounds and 
text overlay. It is important that the images used for these sections 
have a light and neutral background in the top left corner where the 
text is placed, allowing good readability for the text. 
 
Here are three examples of images that works well with the text 
overlay:
